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Advanced Search:

This is the most important option in the entire software. Just enter the details of case in brief combined with due economy of words in plain English and click on Search button to get the list of judgments sorted as per relevancy. We give an example to illustrate:

A house was purchased in the name of minor daughter by father as benami transaction. After marriage the daughter filed suit against her father for ownership of house.

Just enter the above text in “Search Full Text” and click on Search button.
You can also enter ID in Case ID to retrieve later on. After entering these details you can save the details by clicking on “save” button. 

Enter Text for Search:

We explain this by taking few examples:

(1) We want to search “Section 27 Indian Contract Act, 1872”, just enter the following:

"27 contract act"~8

This says that look for words 27, contract, act (three words) within a window of 8 words. The most import words in “Section 27 Indian Contract Act” are 27, Contract and Act. Of course, section is also important word but sometime it might be written as sec. 27 or s. 27 so we ignore section and enter only 27 and Contract Act. Why we give window of 8 words because there may be spurious words like “of” in “Section 27 of Indian Contract Act 1872.” 
(2) Another way is just to enter the original section (or part of it) without any quotation:

Every agreement by which any one is restrained from exercising a lawful profession, trade or business of any kind, is to that extent void.
Just enter the above text without any double quotes to get the relevant Supreme Court Judgments. This should give cases related to Section 27 of Indian Contract Act, 1872 as we have entered the whole section and the software should give the relevant judgments.
(3) Suppose we want case related to “Section 27 of Indian Contract Act, 1872” and “cricket player”, we can enter:

+"27 contract act"~8 cricket player

This should give relevant Supreme Court Judgments related to cricket player and “Section 27 of Indian Contract Act, 1872.” Please note + before “27 contract act”, + means Required. So, it ask to show only those judgment related to cricket player where Section 27 of Indian Contract Act, 1872 is applicable.

(4) We want to search for “Natural Justice” or “Pay Commission”, please enter the following:

"natural justice" or "pay commission"
This will display Supreme Court Judgments related to either “Natural Justice” or “Pay Commission”. Those judgments which contain both the phrases will be given more importance.
(5) Suppose we want to search for “Article 32 of the Constitution of India”, please enter the following:

"32 Constitution"~7
Why we have used 7 instead of 8. The thumb rule is to count the number of words in your search and add 5. We assume that there will be at most 5 words between 32 and Constitution.

(6) Suppose we want to search for "Section 55 of the Monopolies and Restrictive Trade Practices Act, 1969", please enter the following:

"55 Monopolies Restrictive Trade Practices Act"~11

We are using window of 11 words because the search contains 6 words in the search.

Buttons:

· Search: To search the remedies for entered details.

· Report: To get list of remedies in report format

· Clear: To clear the symptoms entered by you

· Refresh:  To retrieve data from table and display on screen.

· Save: To save the displayed data.

· Delete: To delete the data displayed on the screen.

· First: To display the first record.

· Next: To display the next record.

· Prev: To display the previous record.

· Last: To display the last record.

· Quit: Press to Quit from the screen.

Guidelines for entering text:

(1) Enter case detail in plain English. Once you click on "Search" button and you see the list of Cases. By double clicking on any Case, you can see the complete Supreme Court Judgment.

(2) The details entered should not be too brief or too lengthy. The ideal number of words to find a case is around 10 to 40 words.

(3) Special Symbols:

· +   use when required. Example: +ram

· -   use when not required. Example: +ram -agarwal   => Other than agarwal
· begins with. Note: * can be entered only after three letters of a word.
Example: name: manju* => name contains a word which begins with manju

· ?   any single character. Example: man?u

· ~   use when you do not know correct spelling. Example: judge: sabarwal~

· Phrase Search: Enter text in double quotes when you want exact words. For example: “Natural Justice”.
· ~ n   use when given words are within distance of n words. 

Example: "canara bank"~4 => Words "canara" and "bank" appear within 4 words.

Search:

When you click on “Search” button, you will see one more screen, where the list of judgments is displayed. In this screen, if you click on a judgment, you will be able to see summary at the bottom of the page. If you double click on a judgment (click on view button), the Full Text Judgment as given by Supreme Court is displayed. If you want to search in the “Full Text Judgment”, you can either click “Edit” and “Find” or just press Ctrl + F button. This will display “Find” dialogue where you can enter the word you would like to search.
